As we
neared the main building, we noticed
swing sets—probably a hundred swings—
all in motion with short, middle-aged
men and women swinging and waving
to us. Their eyes were a clear sign: all
adults with Down Syndrome. We visited
every conceivable situation, from the
room with forty-year-olds in cribs to the
area for infants. There, a twelve-year-old
boy cared for twenty little ones, doing
nothing but changing diapers. He'd grab
a needy candidate, put his knee on the
baby’s stomach and exchange a diaper
with remarkable efficiency, never smil-
ing or slowing. Our visit convinced us to
keep our little earth angel and to change
our life to accommodate him.

OFFERING SUPPORT
for GRIEVING FRIENDS

Finding the right words can be difficult.

Here are a few approaches, submitted by readers, which can
guide us as in offering comfort to those mourning the death of
aloved one.

Honor.

Remind loved ones that ev-
eryone responds to death
differently. Encourage them
to grieve in ways that are
helpful to them.

The death of a loved one
can sometimes bring with it
a crisis of faith. But be open
about your own beliefs; if
friends are struggling to be-
lieve, they may need to lean
on your conviction.

Time.

Those who grieve may not
feel themselves for a while.
If a friend still feels down,
after a while remind him or
her that this is normal. Grief
takes time.

Listen.

What mourners say to you
could be more healing than
what you say to them. Some-

times even silent compan-
ionship can be healing.

Let them know you're aware
of their pain. One of the
most difficult experiences
for people who have lost a
loved one is to have their
loss ignored. Although it
may not be comfortable, ac-
knowledge the loss.

will alleviate all the pain, or
make the lasagna that will
make it all better. Instead,
pray that the Lord will work
through you to comfort and
heal the people who are hurt-
ing. Don't let the fear of “do-
ing it wrong” hold you back.
Reach out in any way you can.
Bring the Lord’s love to the
bereaved.

Love.

Let them know you love
them.

Honesty.

Rather than offer advice
or platitudes, ask honest
questions about their state
of mind. Encourage them
to share stories. “Thought
brings presence,” so memo-
ries can bring the person’s
presence in our minds and
hearts.

Give Space.

Be sensitive to your friends’
current state and needs.
Don’'t assume they need
to continuously talk about
their loss. Silence can be
freeing and healing.

cal body dies (paragraphs 445-450).

When heavenly angels are with people
who have been awakened they do not

plished this sharing of thoughts by look-

hen someone’s body
can no longer perform
its functions in the

natural world in response to the
thoughts and affections of its spirit
(which it derives from the spiritual
world), then we say that the individ-
ual has died. This happens when the
lungs’ breathing and the heart’s sys-
tolic motion have ceased. The per-
son, though, has not died at all. We
are only separated from the physical
nature that was useful to us in the
world. The essential person is actu-
ally still alive. I say that the essential
person is still alive because we are
not people because of our bodies
but because of our spirits. After all,
it is the spirit within us that thinks,
and thought and affection together

make us the people we are.

We can see, then, that when we die we
simply move from one world into an-
other. This is why in the inner meaning
of the Word, “death” means resurrection
and a continuation of life.

A person does not die when his or her
natural body dies. Shortly after the death
of the natural body, a person wakes up in
the next world.

The moment [our heart] does stop, we
are awakened, but this is done by the
Lord alone. “Being awakened” means
having our spirit led out of our body and
into the spiritual world, which is com-
monly called resurrection.

[Swedenborg could write these things
about death because the Lord allowed
him to to experience this process himself
while he was alive in order to be able to
share these things. Here he describes
some of that experience:]

The angels who were sitting beside my
head were silent, simply sharing their
thoughts with mine (when these are ac-
cepted [by the deceased], the angels
know that the person’s spirit is ready
to be led out of the body). They accom-

ing into my face. This is actually how
thoughts are shared in heaven. . .. leave them, because they love every-

one. But some spirits are

simply unable to be in the
company of heavenly angels
very long, and want them to
leave. When this happens,
angels from the Lord's spiri-
tual kingdom arrive, through
whom we are granted the use
of light, since before this we
could not see anything but
could only think. . ..

The essential person
is still alive because we
are not people because
of our bodies but be-
cause of our spirits.
[Alngels take the greatest
care to shield the awakening
person from any concept that
does not taste of love. Then

they tell the individual that he
or she is a spirit.

[The spiritual angels] do ev-
erything for us as newly ar-
rived spirits that we could
ever wish in that state. They
tell us—at least to the extent
that we can grasp it—about
the realities of the other life.
However, if our nature is
such that we do not want to
be taught, then once we are
awakened we want to get
out of the company of angels.

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What Happens When We Die?
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Still, the angels do not leave
us, but we do leave them. An-
gels really do love everyone.
They want nothing more than
to help people, to teach them,
to lead them into heaven. This
is their highest joy.

When spirits leave the com-
pany of angels, they are wel-
comed by the good spirits
who are accompanying them
and who also do all they can
for them. However, if they had
led the kind of life in the world
that makes it impossible for
them to be in the company of
good people, then they want
to get away from these as well.
This happens as long and as
many times as necessary, until
they find the company of peo-
ple their earthly life has fitted
them for. Here they find their
life; and remarkable as it may

5 ome of the Sadducees, who say

there is no resurrection, came
to Jesus with a question. “Teacher,”
they said, “Moses wrote for us that if
a man'’s brother dies and leaves a wife
but no children, the man must marry
the widow and have children for his
brother. There were seven brothers.
The first one married a woman and
died childless. The second and then
the third married her, and in the same
way the seven died, leaving no chil-
dren. Finally, the woman died too.
Now then, at the resurrection whose
wife will she be, since the seven were
married to her?”

Jesus replied, “The people of this age
marry and are given in marriage. But
those who are considered worthy of
taking part in that age and in the res-
urrection from the dead will neither
marry nor be given in marriage, and
they can no longer die; for they are like
the angels. They are God's children,
since they are children of the resurrec-
tion. But in the account of the bush,
even Moses showed that the dead
rise, for he calls the Lord ‘the God of
Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and
the God of Jacob.’

W(en Jesus was on
earth, a group came to
Him with a question intended to
make Him look foolish. The issue
for them was not, “Is there mar-

riage after death?” but rather, “Is
there any life after death at all?”

Jesus’ reply holds
a spiritual mean-
ing. He is teach-
ing us how we
may become, as
He says, “equal to
the angels,” “sons
of God,” “sons of
the  resurrection”
(Luke 20:36). There
are two things in
us which must be
joined together or
married, before we
are ready for heav-
en. These two things

are a knowledge of the

Lord's commandments, and a
practice of these ideas in life. Je-
sus said, “He who has My com-
mandments, and keeps them, it
is he who loves Me” (John 14:21).
